Death of a Musician
Pasquale De Falco, a member of the Marine Band, died yesterday afternoon, at the Marine
Barracks, from injuries received in an affray with two soldiers about two weeks ago. The deceased
came to America from Naples some forty years ago, and up to within the last ten or twelve years
was recognized as the best trumpeter in the United States. For some five years he was attached to
Ringgold’s celebrated battery.

The funeral will take place at four o’ clock, tomorrow afternoon, from the Marine Barracks, and from
the imposing military and musical display will doubtless have an immense attendance.

The two soldiers who were concerned with the deceased in the affray whereby he lost his life, are
now in jail awaiting trial.
