HIGHWAY MITIGATION EFFORTS CREEP FORWARD

The efforts to negotiate a mitigation agreement for the new Southeast Freeway connector highway and
bridge continue to move ahead. Congressional Cemetery, the Federal Highway Administration and the
DC Department of Public Works hope to have a final agreement drafted over the next several months.
We have tentatively agreed to efforts that will provide a new water drainage system, new roadways, a
new wall to replace the chain link fences and extensive plantings of trees and shrubbery. If efforts
continue, we could see actual construction begin in 1995.
